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The theology of progress forces us to act before we are ready. We speak 
before we know what to say. We respond before we feel the truth of what 
we know. In the process, we inadvertently create suffering, heaping 
imprecision upon inaccuracy, until we are all buried under a mountain of 
misperception. 

But Sabbath says, Be still. Stop. There is no rush to get to the end, because 
we are never finished. Take time to rest, and eat, and drink, and be 
refreshed. And in the gentle rhythm of that refreshment, listen to the sound 
the heart makes as it speaks the quiet truth of what is needed.

Suppose we 
were to try it:  Stop;  rest; think;   take some time for the unsung three:  
contemplation, reflection and imagination. 

For people of faith, this may be an opportunity to think about what God has 
done in the life, death and resurrection of this man Jesus; what this has 
brought us; and most importantly, who this has made us. 

Time to think about the one in whom we can put all our trust and faith,  the 
one who calls us and leads us through the busyness to see our vocation, 
our mission:  to make Godôs world new and somehow to make the busyness 
worth all the trouble. 

The Psalmist said it another way:  ñBe still and know that I am God.ò   

Sabbath: contemplation, reflection and imagination.   Luther called it being 

born again:  remembering every day our baptism and what it means.  

Everybody is busy.  What can we do in the midst of the busyness?   

Sabbath. Can we afford to take the time?  Can we afford not to?

Offering of Letters Theme:  Reform of US Foreign aid is the theme 
of Bread for the Worldôs 2011 Offering of Letter campaign.  Effective 
foreign aid funds programs that reduce hunger and poverty for our 
neighbors in developing countries.  Just 0.6 of 1% of the federal 
budget is designated for non-defense, hunger and poverty-focused 
foreign assistance.  This aid is governed by the Foreign Assistance 
Act of 1961.  Passed during the Cold War to address 20th century 
problems, this act turned 50 in September of this year.  It needs to 
be updated. 

Bread for the World supports bipartisan efforts that strive to make 
foreign aid better coordinated, more flexible, and more accountable.  
This will reduce hunger and poverty for ñleast of mineò (Matt 25), and 
maximize the benefits of our tax dollars.  Investing in poor countries 
contributes to our security and prosperity.  Former Defense 
Secretary Robert Gates has observed that solving problems with 
development aid is far cheaper and safer than trying to solve them 
with missiles.  In addition, as these countries become more stable 
and prosperous, they become better trade partners for our exports.
